QUALIFICATIONS:
· All members of the councils must be active members in good standing of the American Association of Orthodontists with the exception that council members who are reclassified as retired while serving their elected term shall remain eligible to complete such elected term.

TERM:
· The term of office of members of councils shall be two (2) years. 
· The consecutive tenure of members of councils shall not exceed eight (8) years (4 terms).   

DUTIES:
· Represent the GLAO in all matters pertinent to orthodontics education.
· Represent the interest of orthodontics education at the GLAO and AAO levels.
RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Host a regional educators meeting at the annual meeting of the GLAO.
· Attend all COE meetings: one is usually in the spring at the American Dental Education Association Annual Session, and the second meeting is usually in St, Louis in the fall.
